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DAY 1- 10
This year venue brought record braking numbers of talented sailors from all of the world.  ‎SVK Laser Sailor Patrik Melis taking part along with 69 countries competing in Laser Radial Man fleet. Before hitting a venue we have nicely surprised by luggage guy in Lankawi who informed that our tiller extension was missing and might take few days ‎ to get it. The other worry was related to a hotel reservation as after 2 months were have received any confirmation. Luckily all was resolved and Patrik was able to focus on venue.
During day 1 we completed registration and received boat. Jet lag was pretty bad, 7 hours different made us very tired and early sleep helped to recover faster.
Day 2  was a practice race day, we have had d a great opportunity ‎to practice wind patterns, tide effect and shore influence for the wind on race course. This gave a ground for our strategy and race planning.
Day 3‎ started with fresh breeze right from the start, ENE wind with 16-20knots through entire day. Patrik got through the race well, just one small mistake cost a capsize with places lost and second start was black flag with high number of sailors too. Neverless, mood was positve, we were able to identified areas for improvement and prepared for the second race day.
Day 4, strong wind continue dominate over the course along with a strong tide (20 meters per minute) coming against the wind which created choppy conditions. Patrik has improved his position and started working his way up the fleet.
Day 5, morning was very little wind, but before 10am breeze build up to 22 knots with 20 degrees shifts. We have finalized race tactics with focus on wind pressure areas and shore affect which payed back and allowed Patrick to stay with stable results for the day.
Overall, after 6 races we are on 52 position and are very keen to improve through the last 3 races.
A first new year day was a day off for most of the sailors except SL16 who managed to complete 4 races. It was great opportunity to change environment, easy psychological pressure for sailors before final races of the venue kicks off.
Laser fleet started in the afternoon with much lighter winds reaching 10-15 knots. Sailors unveiled that in lighter conditions wind is very shifty with many puffs and lulls. This affected many sailors, including leaders were performance was unstable and with impact on  position in the table.  
‎Our sailor had a good starts, worked shifts, pressure patters and in this unpredictable conditions managed to come 53, 50 places. Tomorrow we an early start and the last race for the regatta.
We have arrived to the final destination for 45th ISAF Youth Worlds in Langkawi, Malaysia. Final race 9 took place on 03/Jan where sailors sailed in light breeze 8-14knots and little tide effect. Lighter conditions worked out much better and Patrik finished the race at 44 position which allowed to move up few places and finish the regatta at respectful 51 place.
During evening hours the official closing ceremony took place at a Langkawi exhibition hall‎ with almost 400 sailors and coaches. This day belonged to Australian team who took many awards including Trophy for the best team performance. It was great to see that smaller nations were able to produce estoniting results, Maria Erdi winning 1st place at a Laser Radial and Slovinian team winning at a 29er fleet. It is a real inspiration for sailors from smaller nations that if you really want and give maximum you can there is always a chanse to stand at a hights podium.
